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Abstract  

The article highlights the issue of study of Alisher Navai’s wise words at literature 

lessons in a secondary school. It is noted that it is important to acquaint students with 

the life of the poet, who is the King of the Ghazali genre. Some of given samples of 

Alisher Navai’s wise sayings are analyzed. Those are   designed for grades 5-9 of high 

school. 
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Introduction 

The life of Alisher Nava’i is studied in detail in senior high school syllibus. The youth of 

Alisher Navai, the years of study, creativity, working experience, his activities as a 

statesman are covered in textbooks. The life and jobs of Alisher Navai are shown as 

model of perfectness for pupils. Except from the works of Oybek "Youth of Alisher" and 

Mirkarim Osim "Light in the Dark" about the childhood of Alisher Navoi in grades 4-5 

of secondary schools. Alisher, the child in the play, is positively influenced by events 

because he matches the age of the children reading the textbook. These works, reflecting 

Navai's childhood, are perceived with interest by readers. 

 

Main Content 

If we look at the "Literature" textbooks for grades 5-9, we will see that Alisher Navai's 

works of various genres are included. Each work has its own role in revealing the 

personality of Alisher Navai. Given that the concept of education and upbringing go 

hand in hand in our secondary school system, we would like to suggest the effective use 

of Alisher Navai’s wise sayings. In grades 5-6, we prefer aphorisms that are relatively 

simple and understandable, while in the upper grades, we prefer sayings that are more 

complex and have a sublined deeper meaning. Alisher Navai's wise sayings can also be 

chosen as a motto for literary studies. While some of them can be explained, and real-

life examples can be effective in educating and thinking about students, it is a good idea 

to present some of the analysis at the classroom level. Below we give examples of wise 

sayings and explain what we think is necessary. For example:

(Basically, this means a treasure. It is better to accumulate the treasure of knowledge 

in youth. So, it is necessary to study more in youth. In old age, that knowledge helps 

and is needed in life and will be needed in the future to advise and advise children and 

grandchildren.)
